S5-166068 Work Plan structure proposal by Christian:
Main change is in OAMx, CHx used for maintenance and small evolution CRs. 

It was clarified when to use the TEIx code.

For small enhancements in a Release when there is no WID for that change.

-
Together with an earlier Release WID code when we want to change only the latest Release. 

If TEIx is used, it was argued whether OAMx and CHx were needed at all.

It was commented how to distinguish Charging and OAM CRs when they all have TEIx codes. MCC clarified that packages are classified strictly by WID code and not by content. SA does not care much about this classification since they block approve the CRs.
It was finally agreed that Christian should revise the document and present a proposal on having a clean slate procedure where OAMx, CHx are replaced by TEIx.
Review sessions for revised contributions:
This is done in Charging already. Should we do this in OAM too? This is proposed by the chair team.
Mirko commented that in SA3 this is done regurlarly during the meeting: ask about the status of a revised document, brief presentation if there is an agreement, some quick comments if there is not and go offline again if the document needs more discussions. It was agreed to try this although to be decided at which point of the meeting this had to be done.

High workload/number of contributions:
The SA chairman has asked if SA5 needs more meetings next year, as other groups are doing given the increase of the workload for 5G.

Thomas commented that increasing the meeting two more days would be a possibility (including thursday, friday of the previous week). This could be difficult to be agreed by the companies due to travel time/budget restrictions.
It is also needed to have a better view on the quality of SA5 specs, looking out for their quality. It was commented that this is normally the job of the TS Rapporteur, including the making of CRs to solve quality problems. However, it is challenging to have more meeting time for this. Therefore it was proposed and agreed that we start by launching a “quality of specs campaign” which aims at encouraging the TS rapporteurs to start producing CRs for quality improvement targeted for the ordinary meetings, and later we can consider if we need more time depending on the number of such contributions. Thomas will prepare a document to launch this campaign, with some examples of what can be addressed (e.g. resolving references to external non public documents).
Action Point for Thomas: create a tdoc on launch of the quality of specs campaign.

Mirko proposed to come back to the possibility of having ad-hoc meetings focusing on the topics that receive the most contributions, e.g. NFV. These could have decision power in order to progress the work. Christian agreed and commented that he could bring the proposal for potential ad hoc meeting on NFV back to Reno.

Deliverables for the next Plenary: document to be open during the meeting.
Time Plan for ETSI NFV has changed: need to take action (conf. call or LS)? 
Thomas informed that the ETSI NFV time plan seems to have changed – Stage 3 to be ready in June. This affects the time plan for SA5 NFV interface specifications.

Christian will include this in his document proposing the ad-hoc.

To be decided in the SA5#110 plenary what to do.

Multi-SDO workshop on Information Modelling: 

For this second follow-up workshop SA5 needs a representative, but nobody has volunteered so far so it it's uncertain whether SA5 can attend this workshop. There will still be some more queries among the companies to try to find someone.
Coordination of BBF and 3GPP for “NGS FMC”:
There is a proposed workshop in Q1 2017 under discussion, mainly between SA2 and BBF. Erik has asked whether SA5 and SA3 can also join this workshop.
Thomas commented that SA5 has an unclear role, difficult without guidance from SA2, at the moment SA5 is in CC in an LS from SA to SA5#110. Christian commented that he will probably be able to attend the workshop although there are no dates or location yet.

SA5 would be interested both in OAM and Charging in common work with BBF, e.g. fixed access from SA2 and then Charging perspective.
Informal conversations with SA2 and SA chair will follow.

Joint session SA5 Charging with CT3 and CT4:
Joint session in Reno is confirmed (Wednesday 18.00-19.30), agenda still pending. Maryse is preparing the input from SA5 Charging.
