Justification

Since early 2000, the Diameter base protocol as defined in IETF RFC 3588 has been progressively adopted by 3GPP to provide various signaling core interfaces in IP-based mobile networks, first for IMS and PCC, to become nowadays one of the main core signaling protocols in LTE networks. Therefore, numerous 3GPP technical specifications list the IETF RFC 3588 as normative reference.
This Diameter base protocol as per IETF RFC 3588 has also been the reference for 3GPP offline charging application support over the Rf Reference Point since 3GPP Rel-6, which is was initially introduced for IMS and further extended to other domains/services.
Published in October 2012, the IETF RFC 6733 obsoletes the IETF RFC 3588. This document is not intended to define a new version of the Diameter base protocol but rather focus on fixing issues that have surfaced during early implementations. It is aimed to be fully backward compatible with previous implementations based on the obsolete IETF RFC 3588.

The aim of the TR 29.819 conducted by CT4, was to appraise the differences between the IETF RFC 6733 and the IETF RFC 3588, analyze the possible impacts on the 3GPP specifications relying on the Diameter base protocol and then provide guidelines regarding a general update of the normative reference for Diameter base protocol. The following recommendation provided by the TR 29.819 affects SA5 specifications:
· The IETF RFC 3588 can still be used as normative reference for the Diameter base protocol for existing 3GPP Diameter applications. Updating the reference to the IETF RFC 6733 can be decided application per application.
4
Objective

The objective of the work is to follow the recommendation of TR 29.819 as retained above, and update, when applicable, the normative reference for the Diameter base protocol in 3GPP SA5 specifications by using the IETF RFC 6733 instead of the IETF RFC 3588. 
When identified as non-relevant to a SA5 specification (i.e. stage 2), the reference to IETF RFC 3588 will be removed.  
The following TR 29.819 conclusions in "table 6.1-1: Summary of the main changes between IETF RFC 3588 and IETF RFC 6733" will be covered:
