	Intel
	Intel presented the contribution.
Nokia: 

· Whether the Network Function performance is caused by VR shortage can be known by VR alarm;

· For 2nd and 3rd goal, different VNF instance may contain different Network Functions, thus it is not comparable between VNFs

Intel: 

· Knowing performance issue by alarm may be too late;

· For 2nd and 3rd goal, the intention is to have the VR related PM data at Network Function level, rather than VNF level, it is comparable at Network Function level.

Nokia: support the intention to have VR related PM data at Network Function level, suggest to bring a new use case on Network Function PM data related to VR to replace this use case.

E///: It is not comparable for VNFs between vendors

Nokia: it is possible to compare at Network Function level.

Intel: will consider to bring a new use case to replace this one. And will also check whether the requirements need corresponding changes.
