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TC LI would like to make ISG NFV aware that a target’s location is not derived at this point in time in a NFV environment and is not coupled to the NFV architecture. TC LI would like NFV to clarify how location will be defined. 
TC LI assumes the ability to report the location of the UE to the LEA, when such reporting is lawfully authorized, is required in a NFV environment.  This differs from the location of the LI stack (Points of Intercept and MF/DF location) and refers to the physical location of the target. NFV needs to clearly define location specific to the target UE in a NFV architecture.
TC LI would like NFV to define how a location of a UE can be derived from a NFV environment perspective; i.e. whether this can be a datacentre/Point of Presence (POP) or any other entity.
TC LI kindly asks ISG NFV to provide a Liaison reply on the above subject matters.
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
