Both the NM and the LC may initiate operations, in order to fulfill requirement REQ-LC-IRP-SC2-FUN-001.
In particular: 

· The LC provides constraints on cells parameters whenever there is a change in spectrum resources availability.

· The NM provides updates on cells deployment.

· The NM confirms to the LC when constrains on cells parameters are satisfy.

It is therefore proposed to clarify in the scope of the IRP IS that both the NM and the LC may act as a Service Consumer or a Service Provider.

Scope

The present document specifies the LSA controller (LC) Integration Reference Point (IRP) management operations and notifications that can be communicated between an LC and an NM. 
Both the NM and the LC may act as a SC or a SP, as illustrated below. The operations that the NM and the LC may invoke are defined respectively in section 5.3 and 5.4 of this document.
