5.1 - Administrative issues at SA5 level
This meeting was held as a conference call the 11 Jan. 10.00-11.50 CET.

High priority items: Bold-marked and Action list
1 – Quality
- CR quality check (S5-171014).
· For the plenary

- Quality check of draft TSs/TRs to be submitted to next SA meeting: which TSs/TRs to be sent to EditHelp. 
· 
To be checked offline and during the meeting
- Check that all rapporteurs have produced updated pCRs after EditHelp check.
· Specs sent to EditHelp before Xmas should have pCRs solving the non editorial issues: TS 28.511, TS 28.517, TR 32.856. Christian will check for the pCRs.
· LSA IRP TS titles
· This has been solved in the TS DB but it needs to be checked with Olaf that the latest drafts are aligned with this.
· TS Quality campaign
· 
Thomas has a proposal in S5-171218.
· Thomas pointed out that one of the main points in the last update before submission was to clarify that it is really part of the TS rapporteur’s duty to check and maintain the spec quality. Still, there can of course be cases when the rapporteur does not have possibility to do some additional quality work, so we cannot totally enforce it either.
· Maryse commented that with so few people in Charging it will be difficult to accomplish this work with so many specs under their care.
· Christian: there are many cases when the Rapporteurs participate in the drafting process and then leave SA5 being replaced by another colleague. There is even the case where the company doesn't come to SA5 anymore and then the spec is given to the SWG Chairman by default.
· Thomas: exactly, and therefore we need to find a good balance in the work and to motivate the current TS rapporteurs to care for the quality much enough, and to try to find new a rapporteur if the rapporteur company has left.

· WID summary description document: 
· To be discussed offline with SA chair Erik. It might affect determined features only.
2 - Working procedures
· Check update of SA5 WP in S5-171011. 
· For the plenary

· Should we, as earlier agreed, keep all agenda items - even completed - until the end of the Release to avoid renumbering of agenda items?
· It was agreed to continue like this.
· SA5 work plan structure (OAMxx, CHxx, etc): Updated proposal at SA5#110 (S5-166068) endorsed.
· This will be applied from Rel-15 onwards. No new comments on the agreed document. It should be carefully checked that we follow the new principles for maintenance and new WIs when we start with the Rel-15 work.
· TS/TR process (S5-171013): No changes 
· Review sessions for revised contributions and extended lunch breaks – follow-up
· Thomas: we need a few more meetings to evaluate whether this is working fine. The impression is that it is going well.
· Discussion: Do we need additional measures to cope with the current/expected very high volume of OAM contributions (e.g. additional meetings)?
· 
Christian: The number of contributions seems to have stabilized on about the same level as last meeting, which is high but seems manageable (even if it creates long meeting days). We agreed that we need some more time to evaluate how it works and don’t propose any more measures before that.
· Evaluate how well it works to have the Leaders’ meeting as a conference call in the week before each SA5 meeting.

· It's working well.
· Who shall maintain the Guidelines folder?
· 
Guidelines folder should be checked from time to time. MCC will take care of it and the leadership will communicate any issues that are discovered.

· Proposal for LS process (S6-166069)
· Thomas: Looking for volunteers for the LS status document. Other issues to be discussed offline.
· End of Release (14) automatic upgrade: 
· Mirko will ask John to provide with a list of all specs that need to be upgraded. Then we need to:

· Verify if some specs should not be upgraded

· Produce SS-IS relation CRs. The end of Release is March, so CRs should be ready before that.

5 - External cooperation
· Cooperation with ETSI NFV: status and next steps
· Thomas: we need to make a decision on whether their LS replies and time plan are adequate for SA5. There are two LS from ETSI NFV. For SA5 discussion and decision during the treatment of the LSs or later during the week’s WI sessions and closing plenary.
· “Future of Network and Service Management” workshop held in Bonn 6-7 December – follow-up
· For the opening plenary
· Multi-SDO workshop on Information Modelling workshop held in Bonn 8-9 December – follow-up
· For the opening plenary
· Workshop with BBF and SA2/SA5 on “NGS FMC” in February
· We agreed to prepare a short presentation during the SA5#111 meeting or asap after, focusing on SA5’s earlier FMC work. Christian will attend as SA5 representative, not as a Huawei. There is no decision power in this workshop.
· Multi-SDO SA5/NGMN/TMF: status and next steps
· No JWG activity, it doesn't justify the continuation of the steering meeting conference calls. Agreed that Christian (as convenor) should propose to close it.
· NGMN – sharing of NWMO requirements and discussion of SA5 5G requirements at SA5#112
·  Agreed that it seems reasonable to propose about one hour for this at the beginning of SA5#112 – final time to be settled the week before the meeting when we have the full picture of all contributions.

· Cooperation with ETSI EE
· For reporting of the completed study the LS is the usual tool to communicate with them, and agreed that it is good also for this occasion. There is also a new WID proposed, but better to wait until it is approved in SA.
· Same process with the postponed ITU-T SG5 LS. As the study is finished we can reply to them with this info.
· Co-operation of SA5 Charging SWG with CT3 and CT4
· Diameter topic. It is agreed that further work will be coordinated via email or LS. No more issues in this cooperation.

LS to ATIS: they haven't replied, but probably because they are working on it. Thomas will send an email to them just to verify that they received our LS.
