Rationale

TS 28.525 [REF-A] contains a set of requirements that are related to NS and VNF lifecycle change notifications. In addition, contribution S5-171101 [REF-C] proposes the procedures partly covering (only the subscribe operation) of requirements REQ-NFV_LCM_Os-Ma-nfvo-FUN-19 and REQ-NFV_LCM_Ve-Vnfm-em-FUN-5.
The following table shows the relationship between the specification requirements of TS 28.525 and the procedures for the TS 28.526 [REF-B] proposed in contribution [REF-C] which refer to specific operations from IFA 013 [REF-D] and IFA008 [REF-E] as solutions to support the functionality in the requirements.

The Ve-Vnfm-em reference point shall support a capability allowing EM to subscribe/un-subscribe to VNF instance lifecycle change notifications (see clause 7.5 in [8]).
