Rationale

TSG SA#74 has decided, as a result of an investigation and discussion at plenaries SA#73 and SA#74, that all WGs shall start producing a WI summary for each completed work item in Rel-14 from now on. This is for the purpose of documenting on a high level (understandable also for people outside 3GPP) what the work item accomplished when it is ready, as opposed to the WID description which documented the planned objectives and deliverables. The details of the SA#74 decision is documented in the SA#74 report [1] as well as Tdocs SP-160883 [2] and SP-160907 [3] which were endorsed (attached).
SP-160907 [3] also contains a list of work items requiring summaries in Rel-14, with input from WG chairman and rapporteurs. It was agreed that normally the rapporteur would provide the summaries.

Abstract: TSG SA#73 endorsed a proposal to produce summaries of normative work items as they concluded. TSG SA#74 should conclude remaining open issues so that summaries can be produced for Rel‑14 work items.

Discussion and conclusion:
These proposals were endorsed.

TD SP‑160907 (DISCUSSION) Work Item Completion Summaries' assignments for TSG SA and TSG CT. (Source: TSG SA Chairman, TSG CT Chairman).
Abstract: TSG SA#73 endorsed a proposal to produce summaries of normative work items as they concluded. TSG SA#74 will conclude remaining open issues so that summaries can be produced for Rel‑14 work items (see SP-160883). It remains to be decided which work items in SA and CT will require summaries and who will be the assigned Rapporteur for this task. This document proposes a set of assignments.
Discussion and conclusion:
The TSG CT Chairman commented that this proposal had been endorsed by TSG CT#74 and there were some questions raised that need to be concluded upon, which would need to be reviewed when using the procedures. MediaTek asked how the RAN Work Item summaries will be coordinated with the TSG SA/TSG CT ones. The TSG SA Chairman replied that TSG RAN will work on summaries at their own level of granularity and suggested that this should be reviewed when the first summaries are completed as this will anyway be an improvement on the current summaries. This was then endorsed.

When shall these summaries be provided? 

Reply from SA chair based on the endorsed SP-160883 [2]: 
“Ideally the summary is provided to plenary when the entire feature's last parts are sent for approval.
This is really meant to be 'feature complete' - note 'stage 2 complete.' 

The summary should reflect what has been done, not what the initial description of the feature says will be done.

If the feature completes (100%) and there is no summary, this will trigger a reminder from the 3GPP Work plan manager.”

Impacts on SA5
Following the decisions described in clause 3 above, each SA5 WI rapporteur should provide a WI summary as input to the last SA5 meeting before the SA plenary when the last Stage 3 deliverable of the WI is expected to be ready and sent to SA for approval. If not possible to provide it to the last SA5 meeting before the SA plenary, it should be done asap (either as input directly to the SA plenary or to the next SA5 meeting).
