	New WID on Control and monitoring of Power, Energy and Environmental (PEE) parameters in Radio Access Networks (RAN).
Orange stated that they preferred that the outcome of the session on TR 32.856 be known before presenting this WID proposal. SA5 Chair asked to present it anyway and take comments.

Support was received from Telecom Italia, Deutsche Telekom.

Ericsson asked whether existing IRPs will be reused. Orange thinks some existing IRPs are not lightweight enough to be used for EE purposes. Orange reminded that the solution to be specified for RAN shall meet ETSI TC EE expectations to have REST / XML interface, which 3GPP does not have yet. Also, some exiting IRPs such as e.g. PM IRP, are too complicated to be used for PEE parameters control and monitoring. So, it is proposed to build some much simpler IRP.

Nokia mentioned that they have sympathy for the proposed work but have some concerns.

Nokia mentioned that if there is a need for simplifying Itf-N, SA5 should wait for the outcome of the study on Itf-N Partitioning (Rapporteur: China Mobile). Also, Nokia mentioned that, on REST solution set, SA5 should wait for the outcome of the study item on using HTTP-based REST for 3GPP solution set definitions (Rapporteur: Nokia). Nokia also mentioned that we shall wait for the TR being completed before deciding anything on this WID proposal (in particular, what sort of solution will be proposed / recommended in the TR?).
Ericsson asked whether this WID proposal is consistent with the ongoing TR at SA level. Orange mentioned that this WID is an answer to a small part of the global problem statement described in TR 21.866. The proposed WID focuses on how to control and monitor PEE parameters in the RAN only. Some statement on the relationship between the proposed WID scope and SA-level TR 21.866 shall be added in the justification clause.

MCC mentioned that there is a new WID template.
