Minutes
066 (ORANGE): Nokia commented that some abbreviations were already in 101. No need to put them again.

Huawei: it's not widely used in the industry as written in the justification, but in SA5 solution sets. ORANGE replied with a couple of examples that proved that they were indeed used in the Industry.

Nokia: in Annex C it is implied that type 7 is allowed to have CORBA. It's almost like Peer-to-Peer, the sentence in Annex C has an unclear meaning.

Nokia commented that the work that is implied here, for all interfaces,will not be carried out by Nokia, it's up to SA5.

The CR was not pursued.
069 (Ericsson): Huawei commented that all "M" from mandatory should be changed to "O" optional in the last column of the table 4.3.9.2. Revised to S5-171252 introducing some wording as well as proposed by Huawei.
107 (Ericsson): Nokia agreed with the contribution although commented that there were two figures with the same title. This leads to confusion. The contribution was revised.
108 (Ericsson): Orange commented if the first bullet (Management and orchestration of network services) was referring to MANO. Ericsson commented that it's a term now widely used in other contexts. 
Same with Online Network support of 3GPP Services, Ericsson replied that examples are distributed SON functions included in these 3GPP services. 

109 (Ericsson): Huawei commented that most of these so-called alarms, not so urgent, are notifications and not real alarms. This is due to wrong configuration. Ericsson commented that self-healing could help to filter the relevant alarms in this case.
ORANGE: Self-healing: let's say it solves an issue, then no alarm is needed; but if the case is not solved the alarm is lost and the system fails. Ericsson clarified that this case would not happen.

Huawei: the existing IRP includes a solution for this: two subscriptions. Deutsche Telekom commented that this is vendor specific. 

Nokia: this is adding too much complexity.
