Network slice subnet concepts

Some of the concepts of a network slice subnet are: 

· A network slice subnet instance (NSSI) constituents can include NF(s) and other NSSI(s), i.e. NSSI may contain other NSSI(s) and/or NF(s).
· A NSSI may be shared by one or more NSI(s).
· A NSSI as a constituent may be shared by one or more NSSI(s).
· Examples of a NSSI may be a NSSI containing Core Network functions, a NSSI containing Access Network functions, or a NSSI containing both Core Network functions and Access Network functions.
