Rationale

S5-171218 Launch of TS quality campaign [1] was endorsed by SA5#111 and needs to be followed by a proposal for selecting a first theme to check, and how to document the results. That is the purpose of this document.
For understanding/reminder of the roles of the TS rapporteur, here is also a quote from the section about this in TS 21.900v14.0.0 (3GPP TSG working methods):

4.1.2
Role of the rapporteur

The role of the rapporteur is to:

-
Serve as Editor (following the guidance of the WG) until the specification is placed under change control.

-
Deliver a clean specification to the MCC for editorial clean-up before submission for TSG approval to come under change control.

and, in co-operation with MCC, to:

-
Review all CRs to the specification prior to agreement in the Working Group. This includes identifying and resolving clashes.

-
Oversee the technical quality of the specification.

-
Explain the specification to any other group (TSC, TSG, inside or outside 3GPP), where appropriate.

-
Serve as focal point for technical questions.

Detailed proposal

The enclosed table contains an overview of all existing SA5 TSs (note: no TRs) from Rel-14 for which the checks should be made and potential CRs created, by the responsible TS rapporteur. Preferably the necessary CRs should be submitted to SA5#113.
The latest version number of the TS (draft or approved/under change control) is not indicated in the table for simplicity of maintaining the table – simply the latest available version should be used when the check is made, and when ready, the checked TS version can be recorded in the table. However, the table indicates “Draft” or “Approved” to show if it is a draft TS or not. In the “Approved” case, this indication is also shown for the first 14.0.0 published versions generated by MCC with “automatic upgrade” (i.e. this version is under change control even if not explicitly approved by SA5).
Note 1: The table is generated to indicate the “Approved” status when all remaining Rel-13 TSs have been “automatically upgraded” by MCC, which is not yet the case at the time of submitting this contribution; however, it should be made as soon as possible after SA#75 so it is expected to be ready well in time before SA5#113. If this is not the case for some TSs, the checks for those TSs should wait until the Rel-14 version is published.
Note 2: It is important to check both draft TSs and TSs under change control unless otherwise stated for a selected theme, as the quality issue then may exist in both types of specifications.
The TS rapporteur for each TS is not indicated in the table (as this may change from time to time) – this information can be found at the following web page: http://www.3gpp.org/DynaReport/TSG-WG--S5.htm .
As seen in the table (col. F, row 2) the selected first theme is: External references – the issue and instructions how to resolve them are described in S5-171219 [2] from SA5#111. Later, new themes to check can be added in columns G and onwards (and columns for each theme that has been completed can be removed).
Allowed status values (in table column F and higher) are: 
· Not checked

· Checked – no CR needed 
· Checked – CR needed 
· CR submitted and approved
Later it can be discussed if we should translate these statuses to the letters [A,B,C,D] for more efficient reading of the table.
