A network slice subnet instance (NSSI) may be shared by one or more network slices instances.
-
A NSSI may contain Core Network Functions only or Access Network Functions only or  both Core Network Functions and Access Network Functions.
-
The resources used by the NSSI comprise physical and logical resources. In particular, physical resources may be virtualization resources. 
-
A NSSI may contain other NSSIs.
-
According to Annex B.1 in [2], a NSI may be composed of none, one or more NSSIs, which may be shared with another NSI.
