Justification

In Rel-13 FMSS feature, PCRF is responsible for deciding on  the traffic steering control policies to direct traffic towards the required service enablers deployed by the UE’s serving operator in the (S)Gi-LAN. 

In Rel-14, eFMSS has defined the requirement for the scenarios that the service enablers in (S)Gi-LAN could be deployed by the third party.
As described in LS S5-165048 ‘LS to SA5-CH on implication on charging from eFMSS’, the stage 2 work item of eFMSS has been agreed in the SA2#115. One of objectives is to specify how the 3GPP core network is able to collect accounting information to distinguish the traffic steering to third party service enablers.
And SA2 also requested SA5 to evaluate if Traffic Steering Policy Identifier is needed in CDR in addition to the existing parameters that are supported today to satisfy second requirement for charging support as described above. 

In S5-166234‘Implication on charging from eFMSS’, it was proposed to include Traffic Steering Policy Identifier in the CDR in addition to the existing parameters to simplify the configuration of the charging key and service id. And it was also clarified that this enhancement is only applied to the offline charging and no new report level will be defined.
