Rationale

In TR 28.801 [1], the SON concept is considered to be reused for 5G network slicing management. Specifically, the NSI Self-Healing is one of the major aspects of SON concept aiming at automatically identifying the failures of NSIs and applying some corrective actions.

Use case for NSI Self-Healing

5.X.1
Pre-conditions
The operator wants to use NSI Self-Healing to support fast and automatic failure recovery of NSIs.
A NSI is instaintiated and configured.

5.X.2
Description
The NSMF monitors the status of the NSI. When a failure happens on the NSI, the NSMF detects the failure and collects the information of the NSI. 

Based on the pre-configured, perhaps per NSI, Self-Healing mechanisms, the NSMF may trigger or direct the Self-Healing of NSIs. For example, when a failure happens on a NSSI of the NSI, the NSMF may request NSSMF to create a new NSSI to take over the faulty NSSI.
After implementing NSI Self-Healing, the NSMF collects the information of the NSI and evaluates the results of the NSI Self-Healing.

The NSMF sends the Self-Healing results of the NSI to the operator.
