S5-173175 (Huawei): cat D CRs are not allowed in Rel-14 anymore.
S5-173188,89 (ZTE): clauses affected field does not show all the clauses of the CR. Please write all the subclauses, not the clause on top.
S5-173211 (Ericsson): no clauses affected.
S5-173231, S5-173232, S5-173233, S5-173234, S5-173235 (Huawei): "proposed change affects"and "other specs affected"are empty.
S5-173224 and others: source of a CR should just be the company, not SA5 Vice Chair.

S5-173234, S5-173235 (Huawei): if you are adding clauses they should be included in "clauses affected" as (New). For example 6.7.1.x (New).
S5-173248, S5-173250, S5-173251 (Ericsson): please enumerate all clauses affected instead of writing " New Section and Sections: 6.1.3.3 through 6.1.3.14; 6.3.1.2". A new clause shall be written like 5.1.2.x(New).
A statement like " please refer to TS(..)" is not standards language. Something like "further information can be found in..."

Besides: there are no sections in 3GPP specs, but clauses.
