Configuring a Network Slice Instance
The potential solution for configuring an NSI is described as follows:

1.
The NSMF wants to configure the NSI and identifies the corresponding NSSIs to be configured. 

2.
For the NSSIs to be configured, the NSMF sends NSSI related configuration requirements to corresponding NSSMF. 
3.
The NSSMF configures the NSSI through configuring all necessary constituents (i.e. NF or constituent NSSI) and notifies the NSMF after the NSSI is configured.
