Justification

At SA#74, 3GPP SA received an LS from oneM2M (SP-160761) requesting 3GPP to specify the northbound APIs from SCEF to support oneM2M specifications to facilitate a useable end-to-end M2M architecture. 3GPP SA agreed for 3GPP to standardize northbound APIs, which was previously out-of-scope. 
At SA#75, a new WID on Northbound APIs for SCEF - SCS/AS Interworking (NAPS) from SA2(SP-170240) was approved  to specify the architectural description (including message flows, and parameters) of the northbound API(s) between the SCEF and the SCS /AS for exposing the services and capabilities provided by 3GPP network interfaces already defined in TS 23.682. 
From investigation of GSMA, OMA-ARC and oneM2M status, presented in S5-173229 during SA5#113 meeting, no work corresponding to charging of Northbound APIs from SCEF were identified.

Objective

The objective of this work item is to develop specifications on the charging aspect for of the northbound API(s) between the SCEF and the SCS /AS, based on the TS 23.682 architectural description.
