Rationale

The definitions of network slice and network slice instance in 3GPP TS 23.501 V1.2.0 [4] are as following:

Network Slice: A logical network that provides specific network capabilities and network characteristics.

Network Slice instance: A set of Network Function instances and the required resources (e.g. compute, storage and networking resources) which form a deployed Network Slice.

Based on this and the output of TR 28.801 [1], it is proposed to add concept and definitions of network slice and network slice instance in the new draft specification TS 28.530 which is the TS output of the new SA5 approved WI [2].

Management view of network slice concepts
4.Y.1
General
Network slice concept includes the following aspects:

A network slice instance (NSI) is complete in the sense that it includes all the Network Function (NF) instances, with their supporting resources, to provide a certain set of communication services thus serving certain business purpose.

An NSI contains CN part, AN part and TN part (which is not directly managed by the 3GPP management system) supporting connectivity within and between CN and AN parts. For the TN part, the 3GPP management system provides the TN topology requirements and individual TN links’ QoS attributes requirements to the TN management system.
Some NSIs are considered end-to-end NSIs. An example of end-to-end NSI is one whose communication services is directly provided to an UE. 

An NSI contains NSSI(s) that contains NFs.
The 3GPP management system maintains the NFs application level topology and individual NF application level links’QOS requirements, etc.
