ETSI ISG NFV would like to thank 3GPP SA5 for their interest in the ETSI NFV ISG work on VNF configuration and for information about methods identified by 3GPP SA5 for providing managing EM IP address in instantiations of 3GPP virtualized network functions.

Regarding your specific question, we'd like to inform you that currently ETSI NFV ISG does not have plans for standardizing the mapping of the additional parameters of instantiation into VNF configuration data.

We would like to draw your attention to the recent changes in the clause 6.2 "VNF configuration interface" and addition of the new annex B "Example VNF Configuration flows" in IFA008ed231 (draft version 2.1.6 publicly available at https://docbox.etsi.org/isg/nfv/open/Drafts/IFA008ed231_Ve-Vnfm_ref_point_Spec ).
