During the discussion, the following options have been discussed, there is no agreement which option to take.
Option0-Managed Slice: a set of network functions and the resources for these network functions which are arranged and configured, forming a complete logical network to meet certain network characteristics. include all functionalities and resources necessary to support certain set of communication services thus serving certain business purpose.
Option1-Managed Slice: Managed Object Class representing a set of network functions forming a complete logical network (Network Slice) supporting a set of communication services thus serving business purpose.

Option2-Managed Slice: Managed Object Class representing Network Slice.
Option3-Managed Slice: a set of managed network functions forming a complete logical network (Network Slice supporting a set of communication services) thus serving business purpose.

Option4-Managed Slice: an instance IOC ManagedSlice representing Network Slice.

Option5-Managed Slice: Management abstraction representing the Network Slice.
Cisco’s concern: if SA5 Managed slice follows the definition by SA2, it may restrict the network slice instance concept to the case when both Core and RAN parts are present. 
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
