Justification

The network slicing is one of the key features for 5G network. It is about transforming the network/system from a static "one size fits all" paradigm to a new paradigm where logical networks/partitions are created, with appropriate isolation, resources and optimized topology to serve a particular purpose or service category (e.g. use case/traffic category, or for internal reasons) or even individual customers (logical system created "on demand"). It can be enriched by use of NFV.

SA5 has conducted a study on management and orchestration of network slicing, where the automation (e.g., automated creation, automated reconfiguration, automated optimization and automated healing) of network slicing has been captured in TR 28.801.

· Specify the procedures for automation of network slicing;
