REQ-model-FUN-01
The NRM is a schema by which a management domain (MD) captures information of NSIs and NSSIs under management. 

Note:
A MD can have multiple NSMFs and NSSMFs. How they share the management responsibilities of the NSIs and NSSIs respectively cannot be known by (reading the) NRM specification.

REQ-model -FUN-02
The NRM uses External IOC to depict managed function instances managed by another MD of same or different operators. 

Note:
The External NSlice class depicts NSI(s) managed by other MD(s). Use of External NSlice instance capture the scenario where MD offers its own NSI by integrating services offered by other MD NSI(s).
REQ-model -FUN-03 The NRM defines the relations between ETSI NFV NS (Network service) and Network Slice Subnet.

Note:
When a relation is established between a NSSI and a ETSI NFV NS instance, the reader of NSSI can know and identify the virtualized resources supporting the said NSSI. 

REQ-model -FUN-04 The NRM instances support NSMF for their tasks of enquiry, creation, deletion, configuration of NSls 

Note:
NSMF needs to express the NSSIs requirement to NSSMF(s). This expression can be in terms of actual managed node identification but can also be an abstraction (i.e. not of an explicit identification of managed nodes) allowing NSSMF(s), the technology domain expert, to decide on the kinds of managed nodes, the number of managed nodes, the necessary managed node configuration data, their loations etc.

REQ-model -FUN-07 The NRM instances support NSSMF instances for their tasks of enquiry, creation, deletion, configuration of NSSIs
