Justification

Network slicing is one of the most important key features in 5G network. Different from traditional “one-fit-all” network architecture, there will be a number of network slice instances deployed in 5G, with a set of network functions and the resources for these network functions which are arranged and configured, forming a complete logical network to meet certain network characteristics.
Until now, SA5 has studied a lot about management aspects of network slicing (TR 28.801), some use cases, potential requirements and solutions has been proposed, including service-level lifecycle management, fault management, configuration management, performance management and policy management.
Network slicing is changing network management with adding network slice as a management object compared with traditional network management (network entity as a management object).  Slice-level performance management is a fundamental requirement for operators, and slice customers may also have the requirement to monitor the performance of the slice. Besides, one of the most valuable feature of network slicing is performance guaranteed based on the SLA of slice customer, which is beneficial for vertical companies to order a slice. Management support to assure the performance of slice is a valuable work. Network slicing is an end-to-end concept, and the coordination and methodology between different domains to guarantee the end-to-end performance is suggested to be involved in.  
Therefore, performance assurance of slice is one of most essential and fundamental parts enabling network slicing commercially available. Performance assurance for network slicing on the above two aspects  is suggested to be stared in the normative phase.

The objective of this work item is to provide the normative specification covering the slice-level performance management and management support for performance assurance of end-to-end network slicing, including the following:
· Use cases and requirements for performance assurance of network slicing for 5G networks and services;

· Slice-level and end-to-end performance index serving for operators and slice customer;
· Solutions of management support to assure the slice performance
