Rationale

The TR 28.801 [1] has been completed and published. During the normative phase, a clear and workable network slicing management framework is expected to be specified by 3GPP SA5.
The present contribution adds a clause in the TS 28.830 draft highlighting some basic principles to be fulfilled by the Network Slicing management framework. The contribution also provides some high-level business requirements to guide the definition of the network slicing management framework specification.

Principles

The 5G network slicing management framework is built upon the following principles:

1. The interface(s) between the defined network slice management functions and a given Network Function is open and standardized for slice management related capabilities.

2. Multi-vendor interaction between the defined network slice management functions and the managed Network Function(s).
3. A simple network slice management framework to simplify the management of Network Function(s) from the slice management point-of-view.

4. A framework capable to support various Network Operator deployment options to support diverse use cases without being restricted by the type of network function and the supplier of them.

Figure 4.x-1 illustrates the basic principle of open and standardized interfaces for slice management related capabilities.
