Ericsson: are the eMTC UEs distinguished in the radio access network?
NEC: yes, UE capabilities are relayed to the eNB at the initial RRC establishment signalling procedure (capability includes UE category, power class, etc..).
Nokia: 
What does “collection” means? collecting once or three times. 

The methodology of the TR not very clear..

The TR in general, and the sentence “…separately for eMTC UEs and non-eMTC UEs:” specifically could suggest that we have to add 2 more set of measurements in addition to the default (measurement set for all devices) and will probably end up with 3 set of measurements, i.e., (set#a for eMTC, set#b: for none-eMTC, set#c: for all devices in the network i.e., eMTC+none-eMTC). Ideally two set of measurements can be collected, one for all devices (possibly by default) and another specifically for eMTC devices).

Ericsson: agree with Nokia – only 2 set of measurements are needed.

Nokia: to fix this no need to revisit all text in the TR to remove all non-eMTC measurements set, but rather include a single statement to say for example “as long as the operator can derive eMTC set of measurements…” just as a guidance to the normative work.

NEC: this is what the TR is potentially conveying in principle, i.e. have a separate list of measurements for e-MTC devices, not necessarily implying number of measurement sets . 
Nokia: TR could still define all three set but we can say implementation of only two out of three is mandated. This can be mentioned once in the conclusion/recommendation clause. 

Ericsson: clarifications are needed whether NB-IoT devices are also captured under the “Non-eMTC” devices.
NEC: for sure NB-IoT devices are captured separately from eMTC. My understanding is that non eMTC refers to all other LTE devices (UE categories) excluding eMTC. But will non eMTC include NB-IoT, that’s I agree requires some clarifications.
Action items on the Rapporteur: 
(1) To confirm the number of required measurement sets and include a clarification statement into the TR.
(2) To clarify and confirm on whether NB-IoT devices are included under the “Non-eMTC” category of devices.
