Rationale
The enforcement of one same NFV policy may have different enforced effects if the operator deployed different vendors’ NFV products or even the policy is enforced by the same NFV product serveral times. 
For example, 
-different physical and virtualized resource utilization for one scaling policy  
-different instantiation and deployment time consuming for one deployment policy
-different location constraint relationships based on the same network topology
Hence, it is necessary to design a policy inspecting system to evaluate the different enforcement effects of the same NFV policy. After the collection of some needed analysis data and information from the network, the policy inspecting system can judge the enforcement effect and take the judgement score as the basis to let the PF continuous optimize the NFV policy enforcement.

Concepts and Background

Policy Administration Function (PAF) defines the network policy.   

Policy Storage Entity (PSE) stores the defined network policy. 
Policy Function (PF) makes the policy execution decisions.

Policy Verification Function (PVF) evaluates the effectiveness of the network policy execution.
Note: Because this study focuses on the end-to-end policy for mobile service and network function, the network policy may not be always the same as the MANO policy framework in [2].
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
