Rationale

In 3GPP TR 28.801 [1], network slicing across multiple operators is proposed. A possible solution for multi-operator NSI involves one operator providing a NSSI to another operator. Hence the concept of NSSI as a service is introduced.

Detailed proposal

It is proposed to make the following changes to TS 28.530 [2].

Network slice subnet as a service
Network slice subnet as a service (NSSaaS) can be offered by the Network Operator to its customer in the form of a network slice subnet service. In such a case, the Network Operator provides the network slice subnet instance. The customer is another Network Operator and could offer their own services (e.g. communication services) on using the network slice subnet. Using NSSI as a service offered by one operator to another, NSI and/or services across multiple operators can be created.
The network slice subnet services offered by the Network Operator could be characterized by certain network features, e.g.
- radio access technology,

- bandwidth,

- point-to-point latency,

- reliability,

- guaranteed / non-guaranteed QoS,

- security level, etc.

Depending on service offering, the Network Operator may impose limits on the network slice subnet characteristics that will be exposed to the other Network Operator.
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
