REQ-NSM -CON-01 The 3GPP management system shall have the capability to create a new or reuse a managed network slice instance according to the communication service requirements. 
REQ-NSM-CON-02	The 3GPP management system shall be able to satisfy a request to create a network slice instance. 
REQ-NSM -CON-03 The 3GPP management system shall have the capability to monitor the network slice related data and provide the agreed data to an authorized consumer. 
REQ-NSM-CON-04	The 3GPP management system shall be able to satisfy a request to create a network slice subnet instance. 
REQ-NSM-CON-05	The 3GPP management system shall support slice capacity management .
REQ-NSM-CON-06	The 3GPP management system shall support inter-slice orchestration (e.g., orchestrated provisioning of multiple slices and resolving issues on quality, fault, and anomaly, among multiple slices).

REQ-NSM-CON-07	The 3GPP management system shall support collection and analysis of the status and events of the network slice instance resources for the purpose of fault management.
