Network Function Service Framework

7.1.1
General

An NF service is one type of capability exposed by an NF (NF Service Producer) to other authorized NF (NF Service Consumer) through a service-based interface. Network Function may expose one or more NF services. Following are criteria for specifying NF services:

-
NF services are derived from the system procedures that describe end to end functionality, where applicable (see 3GPP TS 23.502 [3], Annex B drafting rules). Services may also be defined based on information flows from other 3GPP specifications.
-
System procedures can be described by a sequence of NF service invocations.

4.2.1
Mangement Function (MF) Service
The basic building block is a Management Function (MF) Service. A MF Service exposes a certain set of functionalities described in terms of operations and notifications through the Service Producer interface. A MF Service does not consume any other services. MF Services shall be designed in a self-contained and reusable manner.
The sole purpose of a MF service is to have a component that can be reused for defining Management Functions. A MF service is an abstract artefact that cannot be implemented nor instantiated by itself.

Management Function
A Mangement Function (MF) contains one or more MF Services, and consumes zero, one or more MF Services. A specific MF Service can be implemented by multiple kinds of MFs. The MF features also some internal business logic not subject to standardisation.

A Manager implements one or more MFs. Managers are not subject to standardisation.
