The following changes are proposed in the clause 4.2.

The 1st change

In [1], clause 4.2 “Configuration information for the constituents of an NSI”:

	To use network slice to support communication service or deliver a network slice as a service, the 3GPP defined constituents of the NSI should be configured by 3GPP management system according to the types and requirements of the network slice so that the NSI can be operated and maintained.  

The configuration information of these components may include:

· Slice differentiation information: Required information to differentiate NSIs if the constituent is shared by multiple NSIs (e.g., a set of different configurations for NG-RAN for different network slices);


The sentence “different configurations for NG-RAN for different network slices” can be understood as the shared NG- RAN node has multiple configurations. It will be more correct to say that it has a single configuration that enables simultaneous support of multiple slice instances. See also in 5.1.2:
	NSSMF configures the NSSI constituents.

In case of RAN NSSI, the configuration contains RRM policy information for individual Radio cells. In the cells shared by multiple NSSIs such policy includes guidance for split of Radio resources between the NSSIs

Removed redundant “functionalities” in “required functionalities of NFs” under “Network function selection information”
The 3rd change
The sentence on the non-3GPP part of the network is deleted because, this caluse is about configuration information while the sentence is about requirements (and by the way, it’s not “configuration requirements”); see also 5.1.1. Besides, the TN pieces used by the NSI, is not considered its constituent while the title of 4.2 refers to constituents.

Configuration information for the constituents of an NSI

To use network slice to support communication service or deliver a network slice as a service, the 3GPP defined constituents of the NSI should be configured by 3GPP management system according to the types and requirements of the network slice so that the NSI can be operated and maintained.  

The configuration information of these components may include:

· Information on the requirements to be applied to every NSI constituent to satisfy the requirements of multiple NSIs if the constituent is shared by multiple NSIs 
· Network function selection information: Information on the selection of the NFs (e.g., AMF) according to the requirements of this NSI;
· Connection information:  The information of the logical links to carry the NSI’s CP and UP data between the component and other NFs and NSSIs belonging to the NSI
