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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA5 would like to thank ETSI ISG NFV for the information about dedicated feature work “NFV support for network slicing” and for the interest to ongoing 3GPP Rel-15 work on management and orchestration of 5G networks and network slicing.
In Rel-15 3GPP SA5 has the following work items, targeted for completion in June 2018, that may be relevant to the ETSI ISG NFV feature work “NFV support for network slicing”:

Regarding your specific questions:

 - Q:
Do you plan to define network slicing specific policies that would need to be propagated into MANO space?

 - A:
The definition of slice specific policies is not within the scope of ongoing Rel-15 work items

 - Q:
Do you foresee any impacts on GS IFA027 Performance Measurement Specification?

 - A:
The Rel-15 Assurance data and Performance Management work item may have potential impacts on ETSI GS IFA027. SA5 will inform ETSI ISG NVF about any identified impacts.

 - Q:
What are SA5 expectations with respect of priorities (e.g. dynamic/static, NS-level/VNF/Resource level, …)?

 - A:
The Rel-15 Provisioning work item relies on the use of ETSI NFV NS concept. Current expectations are for the support of priorities at the NS level (e.g. expressed as attribute value in the NSD). SA5 will inform ETSI ISG NVF about specific details as the work progresses.
 - Q:
Can you confirm our understanding that each slice instance will have one and only one tenant and whether slice tenant and NS tenant would be mapped one to one?
 - A:
The Rel-15 Provisioning and NRM work items will address the mapping between the slice consumer and the tenant of supporting NS(s). SA5 will inform ETSI ISG NVF about specific details as the work progresses.

 - Q:
What are your expectations for support of isolation e.g.: can two slice instances be supported by the same NS instance? is further granularity of isolation needed?

 - A:
The Rel-15 Provisioning and NRM work items will address the slice isolation topics. In cases where isolation is not necessary, multiple slice instances may be supported by the same NS instance. It is not expected that the 3GPP internal slice identifiers will be exposed to the MANO system (e.g. in association with supporting NS instance). SA5 will inform ETSI ISG NVF about specific details as the work progresses.
 - Q:
Do you expect other reference points to be affected, e.g. Ve-Vnfm-em/Ve-Vnfm-vnf, GS IFA008?

 - A:
Existing Rel-14 specifications (e.g. 3GPP TS 28.525, 28.526) specify interactions between 3GPP management system and MANO system via Os-Ma-nfvo and Ve-Vnfm-em reference points. Current focus of the Rel-15 Provisioning and NRM work items is on the use of ETSI NFV defined NS for the support of 3GPP defined subnetwork. SA5 will inform ETSI ISG NVF about any identified impacts.

 - Q:
Do you foresee any other areas affected that are not listed above?

 - A:
SA5 will inform ETSI ISG NVF about affected areas as the Rel-15 work progresses.
