Ericssion: What is the relationship with ETSI and ONAP? 

CMCC: ETSI has finished the Study Item on Policy half a year ago and has no plan to trigger the work item. And we hope to start the policy related WI earlier and ask ETSI to refer to 3GPP’s commands and parameters. 
For the ONAP, if ONAP acts as PF and PAF, the interface between PF and PAF is internal interface and donot need to be standardized. But if the ONAP act as PAF and VNFM/EMS/VIM act as PF, we hope the ONAP to follow 3GPP’s reference.
