In this deployment model, certain providers of the NSS management services and NF management services are also consuming the management services provided by the NFV-MANO:

· VNF PM, FM and LCM services 
· NS PM, FM and LCM services 
These services are provided via the Os-Ma-nfvo and the Ve-vnfm-em reference points as specified in the following specifications
Configuration Management (CM): TS 28.510, TS 28.511, TS 28.512, TS 28.513
Fault Management (FM): TS 28.515, TS 28.516, TS 28.517, TS 28.518

Performance Management (PM): TS 28.520, TS 28.521, TS 28.522, TS 28.523
Life Cycle Management (LCM): TS 28.525, TS 28.526, TS 28.527, TS 28.528
In this deployment model, the entity denoted as NSSMF (NSS Management Function), is capable of consuming the above VNF and NS related services provided by the NFV-MANO (NFVO). Same function is also a provider of the NSS management service.
