Rationale
The functional blocks, such as NSMF, NSSMF, have been widely used in the draft TSs (e.g., 28.530, 28.531 and 28.532), however there are no description about the location of the functional blocks in the architecture. So wherever these functional blocks show up, it is unclear about what they actually are and what their relations are.
Since the 5G management and orchestration architecture is being defined as SBA, and the standards do not make restriction about where (e.g., in which functional block) the management services are implemented, the functional architecture demonstrated by the functional blocks as well as their relations can be just example.

Annex X (informative):
Example of functional management architecture

To management services for management and orchestration of network and network slicing may be deployed by functional blocks. This annex shows an example of functional management architecture containing the functional blocks providing the management services. 
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Figure X.1 Example of functional management architecture

In this functional management architecture, 

- the NF management services (e.g., NF provisioning service, NF measurement job management service, NF performance data reporting service, NF fault management service, etc.) are provided by the NFMF; 

- the NSSI management services (e.g., NSSI provisioning service, NSSI measurement job management service, NSSI performance data reporting service, NSSI fault management service, etc.) are provided by the NSSMF; 

- the NSI management services (e.g., NSI provisioning service, NSI Measurement job management service, NSI performance data reporting service, NSI fault management service, etc.) are provided by the NSMF; 

- the network (including subnetwork) management services (e.g., network provisioning service, network measurement job management service, network performance data reporting service, NSI fault management service, etc.) that are not specific to network slicing are provided by the NMF (Network Management Function);

- one management service(s) provided by one functional block (A) may consume the management service(s) provided by another functional block (B), depending on the management services provided by the two functional blocks. The specific cases about one management service producer consumers another management service are described in the use cases and definitions of the concrete management services.
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Figure X.2 Example of functional management architecture in NFV framework

In NFV framework, each functional block may need to interact with ETSI ISG NFV MANO system in order to provide the management service(s). The interactions could be:

- the NMF, NSMF and NSSMF act as part of 3GPP OSS and interwork with NFVO;

- the NFMF acts as 3GPP EM and interact with VNFM.
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
