Detailed proposal

The following changes are proposed to be incorporated into TR 32.255 [3]
	First change


5.1.3
Charging Identifier

The charging identifier is assigned per PDU session. At each PDU session establishment a new, i.e. assignment of a new PDU session id, session specific SMF Charging Identifier is generated at the first SMF that processes the session initiating request. This SMF Charging Identifier must be globally unique and is then used in all subsequent messages for that session independent of if the session is handed over to another SMF. 
Charging identifier is created to allow correlation of PDU session charging information in the BD.

Editor’s Note: Since the Charging Identifier follows the PDU session id, the charging identifier would be the same as the PDU Session Id, with the difference than the Charging Identifier must be globally unique, the need of a separate identifier is FFS.
