5.3.1.1
General

When a PDU session starts, and the converged charging is activated, the SMF invokes a Charging Data Request [Initial] towards the CHF to get authorization to start. The SMF is optionally provided in the Charging Data Response [Initial], with a set of chargeable event triggers to be armed, these triggers are independent from triggers associated to quota management mechanism.
When provided, these triggers override the default triggers for convergent charging in the SMF, they remain active until they are updated or the charging session is terminated.
