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Rationale

For the specification of the management service components [1] the new specifications for fault supervision [2], performance management [3] and provisioning [4] will have to incorporate text from the existing IRP specifications for FM, PM and CM. At the last meeting SA5 discussed the re-use of text from the existing specification without including reference to the existing specifications. 

Such statement means that the new specifications will have to be standing on their own merit and replacing all the current specifications that have been agreed and understood in and outside of SA5 however, it is not considered to be technically feasible to implement text from existing specifications without reference for the following (not exhaustive) reasons: 

1) The existing FM, PM and CM specifications rely on common specification such as GenericIRP, FT IRP, EPIRP, Notification IRP, Template and Naming convention etc.

2) The existing FM, PM and CM specification makes references to the supported networks such as RAN and CN.

The management services can be seen, as equivalent to a façade pattern. A façade pattern can be seen a new view/layer on existing IRP specification set but, does not replace it. A façade pattern is a commonly known design pattern to hide complexity from a client/consumer or to provide a different view to a client/consumer and is well described in this Wiki [5].
Figure 1 shows how the SA5 specification set can evolve over time. 

A: The starting point is the specification set for Release 14, the specification supports IRP with IRP Manager and IRP Agent communicating over the Itf-N.

B:
In release 15 new service based interfaces are introduced that breaks up the IRP’s into smaller pieces called management services. The specification supports MS Producer and MS Consumer communicating over the Itf-N.
