5.3
Design pattern for updating a resource

Operations to update the complete representation of a resource shall be specified with the HTTP PUT method. The resource to be updated is identified with a URI.
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 Figure 5.3-1: Flow for updating a resource
The procedure is as follows:

1. The IRPManager sends a HTTP PUT request to the IRPAgent. The resource to be updated is identified with the URI. The message body carries the new resource representation. Note, the complete resource representation needs to present.
2. The IRPAgent returns the HTTP PUT response to the IRPManager. On success, "200 OK" or "204 No Content" shall be returned. On failure, the appropriate error code shall be returned. The response message body may provide additional error information. In case the resource does not exist, the resource is created in case this is supported (see subclause 5.1.2).
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
