4.2.3
Mapping of DNs to URIs

When constructing the URI format of a DN, the slash "/"shall be used as delineator between the naming attribute name and naming attribute value. The naming attribute name shall be equal to the class name.
RDN = "/"{namingAttribute} "/" {namingAttributeValue}

The LDN is the concatenation of RDNs separated as well by a slash "/".
LDN = *( "/" RDN )

The LDN is mapped to the rightmost part of the path component of URIs. The DN prefix is mapped to the remainder of the path component and to the authority:
http://{DN prefix authority part}/{remainder of DN prefix}/{LDN}

URIs ending with a naming attribute value identify a document resource representing a managed object instance.

URIs ending with a naming attribute name (class name) identify a collection resource representing all managed object instances (document resources) of this class directly below the collection resource.

In the following example the DN prefix is identical to the URI authority component, the network resource model has at its root an instance of class SubNetwork.

http://operator.com/subnetwork/south/managedelement/abc

The DN prefix may include, besides the authority component, like "operator.com", additional RDNs, like "/country/germany"
http://operator.com/country/germany/subnetwork/south/managedelement/abc

or just additional path segments not following the RDN format, like "/germany"

Media types

The format of resource representations carried in the message body is indicated by the media type in the Content-Type and Accept header fields. Media types that shall be supported are:

JSON resource representations shall conform to JSON Schema ([A6], [A7], [A8]).
4.4
URI structure

A URI scheme identifying managed object instances is described in clause 4.2.3. This scheme does, however, not allow to distinguish different network resource model versions or different Interface IRP versions interacting with the network resource model instances. Often the naming scheme for managed object instances is independent from the addressing scheme for service endpoints to which operation invocations are addressed, and where different API and network resource model versions are accessed via different service endpoints with different addresses. 

In HTTP-based REST Solution Sets there is only the URI addressing and naming scheme. For this reason, additional path segments with information about the Interface IRP name, the Interface IRP version, and, when required, the Network Resource Model IRP name and Network Resource Model IRP version shall be included in the URI before the LDN.
