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Document Summary:
This contribution proposes some minor modifications of 32.106 Part 5 (Basic CM IRP Information Model).
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Other Information:
This document describes the changes proposed, but does not show them as revision marks in the baseline document. For all approved items in this change proposal, a corresponding update of the baseline document will be provided before the end of CM session of meeting #12.

Changes proposed to 32.106-5 version 3.0.1b

1. The operation setDnPrefix is proposed to be removed. Reason: It is error-prone in a large network to allow an open interface to change this fundamental characteristic of all managed objects. The DN prefix information has to be set up for each system for sure, but it should be done locally with a secure procedure and never changed in an installed network. It is not worthwile the effort, and again risky for the operator, to have an external interface for an action which should normally be performed only once, or at least very seldomly, during the lifetime of an NE.

2. The relationship between ManagementNode and ManagedElement should be changed to bi-directional (but still 1-N), for convenience of the IRPManager.

3. A new MOC for IRPAgent should be introduced, with two possible name bindings/containments: Contained in the ManagementNode (for System context A) as well as ManagedElement (for System context B). This enables the construction of the correct systemDN parameter for the Alarm IRP and Notification IRP. It could also in the future, or even for the current CMIP SS, be used to represent other management functionality. This MOC should contain two attributes: a) DN = Distinguished Name to be used for systemDN, b) Type = “Domain name” with format XyZ to be used for the header of all Notifications (as defined in Notification IRP IS).

4. Correction of the description of Association in clause 3.1: It now reads “In general it is used to model relationships between two Managed Objects in a MIB”. Here, replace the last words by “between two MOCs in an NRM”.  Further, remove the example  figure below the MIB definition – it is a bit misleading for the same reason.

5. An addition of is suggested for the semantics of getTopology operation: If the IRPManager wants to retrieve the root MOI of the IRPAgent (which is necessary to know as a starting point to be able to find all MOs in the MIB managed by the IRPAgent), it can issue a getTopology request with the Base Object parameter set equal to ‘the DN Prefix of the MOs in that IRPAgent’, and Scope = “1 level down”.
