Rationale

In TS 28.533, we have explained how management service instances can be accessed by consumers through service interfaces, and how each management service instance carry meta-data information about specified component A, component B and component C. What we did not explain is how management service instances can be registered for being able to be discovered by management service consumers (e.g. to fulfil a specific management scope).
This contribution is about adding the concept of management service instance registration and discovery.

4.2
Management services

A management service offers management capabilities. These management capabilities are accessed by management service consumers via standardized service interface composed of individually specified management service components.
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Figure 4.2.1: Management Service

A management service may contain the combination of the following:

1)
management service component type A and management service component type B

2)
management service component type A, management service component type B and management service component type C.

The instances of management services carry information about specified management service components in the metadata attributes. Figure 4.2.2 illustrates examples of management service instances with various management service components of type A, type B and type C:

The instances of management services should be registered, for the purpose of management service instance discovery. Figure 4.2.x illustrates the scenario of management service instance registration where each Management Service consumer uses request-response paradigm with Management Service producer for registering Management Service instances:

Figure 4.2.y, illustrates the scenario of management service instance discovery where after Management Service instances are registered, Management Service consumer uses request-response paradigm with Management Service producer for discovering Management Service instances (e.g. discovering MnS-a):
