In order to monitor the stability of the network and detect the service/connection interruption caused by NG-RAN, monitoring the UE Context Release Request initiated by gNB-DU and UE Context Release Command initiated by gNB-CU is an effective method. Collecting the measurement information of the message and analysizing the releasing cause conveyed in the message, operators could detect the stability of NG-RAN, and could decide a specific means to improve the NG-RAN performance.
