Justification

The Rel-15 network management specifications are defined using management service-oriented paradigm with the introduction of standardized network management service-oriented interfaces, through which the consumer(s) can receive network management service(s), on domains of network provisioning, network performance/assurance and fault management, of a network composed of interconnected multi-vendor nodes.

The documentation of the Rel-15 set of TSs, that documented the various artefacts, such as Requirements and solutions, of the so-called network management service-oriented interfaces, uses a methodology like that used for the documentation of the Rel-14 and prior. Consequently, the Rel-15 TS documentation looks different to that of previous releases. To ensure a consistent look and feel of management service-oriented interface specifications a methodology to be used to document management service-oriented interface is needed.
