Figure 4.x-1 shows the 5G SON frameworks where the 5G SON function consumes the provisioning management services [2], performance data file services [3], and fault supervision data report management service [2] to collect the management and network data from the management services produced for NF, NSI, and NSSI. Based on the collected data, the SON function will analyze the network behavior, status, and traffic pattern, among other things, to determine the actions needed to optimize the networks in terms of performance and efficiency, The SON function will use modifyMOIAttributes operation in the provisioning management services [2] to apply the actions. SON function may produce services for consumers, such as IoT applications, edge computing applications … etc.
