4.x.1
Customer facing view versus resource facing view

A communication service can be described from the perspective of a customer that orders and consumes the communication service (CSC) and from the perspective of a service provider (CSP) that offers and provides the communication service. 

 communication service can be realized by the instantiation of a communication service, based on communication service description(s) with the information applicable to the communication service instance. The communication service information is mapped to resource information to realize the communication service.

Communication service management function

The CSMF is described in [x] and involves provisioning and management of communication service instances. Part of his role is to request the necessary resources to realize the communication service instances. The request for the resources includes service specific instance information to be used by the resource management to realize the communication service instance.
