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Rationale

The abbreviation MF has a different meaning in different management specifications. The following observations can be made:

1) In the 28.533 [2] the abbreviation MF is used. The abbreviation stands for Management Function. Technically the meaning of the abbreviation MF is correctly handled as it is listed as a local (to 28.533) abbreviation in the abbreviations list.

2) In the 28.530 [1] the abbreviation MF (stands for Managed Function) is used a few times however, it does not appear in the abbreviations list.
3) In the 28.622 [3] the abbrevations MF (stands for Managed Function) is used a few times. The term Managed Function is defined as an Information Object Class and should be written as follows ManagedFunction.  
Since the above documents are part of the specification set for Rel.15 the use of the abbrevations should be aligned across the documents.
The abbreviation MF with meaning managed function is around since Rel-99 and can be found in many artifacts, including stage 3 templates. 
It is proposed to remove the abbreviation MF in each case where it means Management Function and replace with the correct phrase.

Detailed proposal

Update the 28.533 by replacing the abbreviation MF with the abbreviation MnF.
Update the 28.530 by replacing the abbreviation MF with managed function.

Update the 28.622 by replacing the abbreviation MF with ManagedFunction.
