Rationale

As illustrated in Figure 3-1, tenant (e.g. an enterprise) in 3GPP management system can be associated with:

- shared or dedicated management access;

- shared or dedicated exposure of management service;

- shared or dedicated management data.

From different tenancy concepts, as illustrated in Figure 3-1, we might need to address different problems in TR 28.804 [1]. For example, if group of tenants are provided with shared access by single MnS Consumer instance and dedicated management data, 3GPP management system may need to introduce new type of management services exposure in TS 28.533 [2], as part of management data isolation and from implementation perspective.

Open issues for tenancy concept with exposure of network management capabilities
Tenants (e.g. enterprise users) of 5G network, including network slicing, want to have an option of dedicated or shared management service exposure, dedicated or shared management data and dedicated or shared management access. To fulfil these potentially features and requirements, 3GPP management system needs to investigate the existing management service exposure impacts.
There are following open issues on exposure of network management capabilities in this study:

1. Shared or dedicated management service exposure for tenancy concept
a) Investigate the shared models for management service exposure.

b) Investigate the potential standard solutions to support management service exposure.
2. Shared or dedicated management data for tenancy concept.
a) Investigate the management data isolation requirements.
b) Investigate the standardization impacts and recommendation.

3. Shared or dedicated management access for tenancy concept.

a) Investigate the shared models for management access.
b) Investigate the standardization impacts and recommendation.
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
