Modify the capacity of a Resource Facing Communication Service (RFCS)
5.x.1
Description

A communication service provider (CSP) gets a request to modify the capacity of a communication service provided to a CSC. 
Based on the requirements from the request the CSP checks the inventory to find the RFCS that is requested to be modified. From the inventory the CSP will know which resources (for example NSI) are used for the RFCS and sends a modification request to the NSMF to increase or decrease the capacity of the allocated resources.  Once the NSMF confirms that the capacity of the allocated resources has been modified, the CSP informs the CSC that the capacity of the RFCS has been modified.
