These capabilities may include, the ability to limit the traffic originated from certain end users, ability to limit or allow traffic related to specific applications, by applying priority, policy changes or influencing session admission control.  

Therefore, it is important to study what capability the management system could provide to the vertical industries.

5.X Providing CSI management capability to vertical industries

5.X.1 Description

When a CSI is provided to a vertical industry or enterprise, the vertical customer may want to get certain service management capabilities. 
The vertical customer is authorized to obtain the allowed management capability from CSI service provider according to the pre-defined agreements. Level of management capability exposure has been agreed upon between the CSI service provider and the CSI service consumer.
These capabilities may include, the ability to limit or allow the traffic originated from certain end users, the ability to limit or allow traffic related to specific applications, by applying priority, policy changes or  configuration which are related to session admission control.  
Editor’s Note: Other CSI management capabilities is FFS since different vertical customers may have different requirements for CSI management capability.
